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A BRIEF HISTORY OF
KENO

This game was first introduced in China by Cheung
Leung over 2,100 years ago. This new form of Keno
was created to raise funds for his province’s failing
army (with great success, we might add). The game
was also used to help fund the building of the “Great
Wall.” From a ticket containing 120 characters, each
player made 10 selections, which were made with an
ink brush. This created the appearance of the tickets
having “spots.” The 10-characterticket became known
as the 10-spot ticket. If five or more of a player’s
selections matched those in the random drawing, the
player won a specified sum.

When thousands of Chinese migrated to the “Old
West” in the mid-1800s to work in the mines and
on the railroad, the game quickly spread. This early
version known as the “Chinese Lottery”, used only 80
symbols, muchtothe player’s advantage. As the game
became popular with non-Chinese, the somewhat
confusing Chinese characters were replaced with the
Arabic numerals 1 through 80. The game evolved to
